Practice:

The Academic Departments of the institutions offer certificate and diploma
courses focusing on multiple skills to make the students more competent. The
Departments conduct various programmes including Quiz, role play, essay
writing, presentation, invited talk, elocution to get the students acquire and
practice the skills through the activities. Various Wings of the students-support
programmes of the institutions organize various programmes involving the
students actively and predominantly for them to experience and secure the
essential soft skills and life skills. The coordinators of various Wings conduct the
programmes systematically by the prescribed scheme assigning different roles to

the students to play for their up skilling.

Practice:

The institution has been conducting Science/Arts exhibitions for including

A Fifteen day young-student scientists programme for government school
students was organized. A Photo exhibition on “Architectural Legacy of Tamil
Nadu and World Heritage Monuments” for school students was organized on
08.02.2018. TNSCST sponsored one week in-service training program for school
science teachers was organized from 18.02.2019 to 22.02.2019. TNSCST
sponsored science exhibitions for school students on “Scientific Solution for
Challenges in Life” and “Global Science for Global Well-being” were conducted
on 09.10.2019 and 28.02.2023 respectively. Training programmes are offered to
science teachers from schools around to equip them with recent developments in
the field of science, ultimately to benefit the school students with latest

knowledge of science.

Evidence of Success:

Increasing enrolment of the students, comfortable coping with the demands
of higher education, and mature behaviour of the freshers are evident of the

effective working of the effort.
